New Orleans - Tuesday, April 21, 7:00 PM, Uptown JCC - The New Orleans community will observe Yom Hashoah, Holocaust Memorial Day with a program planned by local Holocaust survivors.  This program will highlight the importance of remembering the Holocaust and will stress the passing on of the cruel lessons of genocide.

The 2009 speaker, Plater Robinson, Education Director of the Southern Institute for Education at Research, will be honored and will present, “In Search of Memory”. Based at Tulane University in New Orleans, Louisiana, the Southern Institute is a non-profit race relations center dedicated to improving ethnic relations in the Deep South through tolerance education and communications training. Founded in 1993, the Southern Institute's programs help young people understand the causes and consequences of prejudice by examining the past.

In the area of tolerance and Holocaust education alone, the Southern Institute has provided training to more than 3,600 teachers from 800 schools in Alabama, Florida, Louisiana, and Texas. These teachers reach more than one million students annually.  
 In addition, the Yom Hashoah Committee will present the 4th Annual Educator of the Year Award, to the school that best personifies commitment to tolerance through inclusion of Holocaust Education into their curriculum.

Local survivors hope this program will send a message to our community’s youth, both Jewish and non-Jewish, on the importance of remembering this grim time in history so that in their life journey they will be conscious of anti-Semitism, bigotry and hatred and act accordingly. High School students as well as their parents are encouraged to attend this community – wide observance.
